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Read All About It in Thebes!
Your assignment is to create a newspaper for the city of Thebes.  Your paper will be published the day after the events of Antigone have ended.  Your group (table) will be responsible for publishing a newspaper in newspaper format.  
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1. Editor in chief: It is your responsibility to put all the articles together in the correct format.  You are also responsible for editing the articles so there are no typos, spelling or grammar errors and all facts are correct. You will also need to include the pictures for the paper.
2. News reporter (2-3): It is your responsibility to write accurate and detailed news articles about the events of Antigone.  You may write about an event that you think might have happened at time, but it must be realistic and accurate to the time period.  
3. Opinion writer (1):  Your articles can be anything from a letter to the editor to an editorial in the paper.  You could even include a political cartoon.  The issues you will to dress in this section must relate to Antigone and to the time period.  You need to make the readers understand what was important in Thebes as well as social issues that were important at this time.  (HINT: what were some of the themes of Antigone?)
4. Variety and Sports (1-3): Articles in this section include entertainment and sporting events.  Some examples would be articles about upcoming events, play reviews, cartoon strips, advice columns, horoscopes, recipes, crosswords, sporting events, and tournaments.  Use your knowledge of the culture of ancient Thebes and Antigone to base your articles on. 
5. Obituaries (1): Most obituaries have a picture of the loved one that has passed away along with information about that person and the funeral arrangements.  Make sure to include as much information about every character that has passed away in the play including family members, background information, dates, a picture and any other information that would be useful to the reader.  Your section should demonstrate your knowledge of the characters and their roles in the play.
